STAGE 1
● Student invited to a 

meeting with 
Investigating Officer (and 
the Marking Tutor) 

● Possible outcomes are: 
representation of 
assessment/examination 
capped at pass mark. 
Attendance of learning 
development sessions

STAGE 2 
● At School level with disciplinary 

action
● Student invited to panel meeting 

with Investigating Officer & Head 
of School. Has a right to be 
represented by a friend, i.e 
Students’ Union

● Possible outcomes are: 
Resubmission of 
assessment/examination capped 
at pass mark (40% undergrad 
50% postgrad). Attendance of 
learning development sessions. 
Referral to Fitness to Practise if 
necessary

          STAGE 3 
● At Faculty level with more severe disciplinary action 
● Student invited to panel meeting with Investigating 

Officer and usually with the Dean.  Has a right to be 
represented by a friend, i.e Students’ Union. 
Possible outcomes at the panel’s discretion are: 

● Informally/formally reprimanded
● Reduced mark
● Re-submission at capped pass mark 
● Mark of zero given for the piece of work in 

question
● Failure of the module
● Re-assessment for a marginal pass mark 
● Denied of any further reassessment attempts 

remaining
● Recommend to Academic Board that the 

Award be reduced by one or more 
classification, no award given, or student 
excluded from any future assessments or 
exams, or an award already made revoked 

● Referral to Fitness to Practise if necessary
● Recommend to Deputy Vice Chancellor that 

the student be expelled
